Course Descriptions: Students enrolled in Reading I and II continue to increase and refine their communication skills. High school students are expected to plan, draft, and complete written compositions on a regular basis. Students edit their papers for clarity, engaging language, and the correct use of the conventions and mechanics of written English and produce final, error-free drafts. 
Writing: In Reading I and II, students practice all forms of writing and reading. Students write to persuade and to report and describe. Reading I and II students read extensively in multiple genres from world literature such as reading selected stores, dramas, novels, and poetry originally written in English or translated to English from oriental, classical Greek, European, African, South American, and North American cultures. Students learn literary forms and terms associated with selections being read. Students interpret the possible influences of the historical context on a literary work. 
Group Work: The basis of investigative journalist is for students to interview one another in pairs and present their findings. 

This is a year-long Reading class for students whose STARR Reading scores fall in the Below Basic level, who are challenged in a traditional English course, and/or who receive a teacher recommendation. This is a remediation course that is intended to develop the skills not mastered at previous levels. 

Reading: Aligned to the Texas State Standards, and correlated to the English 1 curriculum, this course stresses improving fluency and comprehension skills while reading appropriate, high-interest, fiction and non-fiction 

literature. Embedded in this, is the development of writing, listening, and speaking skills.
Questioning and researching: To actively involve students in the lesson

To increase motivation or interest

To evaluate students’ preparation

To check on completion of work

To develop critical thinking skills

To review previous lessons

Grading Policy 

All academic subject grades are based on a numerical scale of 0-100. Any grade below 70 is failing. Report cards are distributed to secondary students approximately one week after the grading period ends.
